Message from the State Chairman

First of all | extend my apologies for not getting a
newsletter out to you after the November General
Election. The Constitution Party made history in the
November 2006 General Election. Rick Jore of Montana
was the first member of the Constitution Party to ever
be elected to the state legislature. He defeated an
incumbent with over 56% of the vote. Jore was given
coveted committee chair positions in the state
legislature and is highly regarded by members of both
parties. The party also elected the first party members
to county wide positions by similar margins. In Nevada
a county clerk/recorder was elected and also a deputy
sheriff. The years 2004 and 2006 were milestones for
the party and it is expected that more CP candidates wiill
be elected in the coming years.

Our candidates did impressively well and consequently
the Constitution Party was the only third party in Utah
that garnered enough votes to retain ballot position. In
fact our Federal candidates on the whole, polled more
votes than the combined vote totals of all the
candidates of the other four third parties on the
November ballot. This was no small feat. To maintain
ballot position any one candidate of a party needs to
garner at least two percent of the combined vote total
of all the three U. S. Congressional candidates on the
November ballot. We had two candidates that met the
criteria. Any one candidate needed to receive at least
11,394 votes for the party to retain ballot position.

Scott Bradley the CP candidate for the U. S. Senate
polled 21,576 votes or 3.77% in a six way race and Jim
Noorlander, the candidate CP candidate in Utah's 3rd
Congressional district, garnered 14,533 votes for 8.79%
of the vote in a four way race. Noorlander actually
edged out the democratic candidate in both Sanpete and
Millard Counties. Mark Hudson polled 3.10% of the vote in
the First U. S. Congressional District and David Perry
polled 1.50% in the Second Congressional District. On the
average our 11 CP candidates for the Utah State Senate
averaged 5.24% of the vote and the 23 Utah State House
candidates averaged 9.81 % vote. The candidates who
ran for local county offices faired even better. For a
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1992 A coalition of independent state parties united
to form the U. S. Taxpayers Party. The parties
founder, Howard Phillips, was on the ballot in 21
states as its first presidential candidate.

The National Convention of the
Constitution party convened in Boise
Ildaho, on Thursday, Friday and
Saturday of April this year.

Many proposals were discussed
including, predominately, the selection
of President and Vice-Presidential
candidates. None were selected as
that is the topic for the National
Convention which will be held in the
Spring of 2008. Some of the speakers
included Brig General Charles Jones
(USAF, Ret), Chuck Baldwin, Stephan
Pratt, Don Grundmann, Wailliam
Norman Grigg, and Howard Phillips.

and man became a living soul.

Liberty:

Stand fast therefore in the liberty wherewith Christ
hath made us free, and be not entangled again with the
yoke of bondage.

Galatians 5:1

Happiness:
And also that every man should eat and drink, and
enjoy the good of all his labors, it is the gift of God,
Ecclesiastes 3:13

Consent of the governed:

Read | Samuel chapter 5 where we find several
references to actions by the government after asking
the people what to do.

Constitution:

Sunday a special day:

If any bill shall not be returned by the President
within ten days (Sundays excepted) after it shall have
been presented to him, the same shall be a law,

Article 1 Section7
Note: This section does not set Saturday aside, the
Jewish worship day, nor Friday the Muslim worship day;
but, rather Sunday the Christian worship day. This
document has a Christian foundation and recognizes the
Christian God.

Then in Section 7:
the seventeenth day of September in the year of
our Lord one thousand seven hundred and eighty-seven
These men understood that the Lord was the
Christ of the Meridian of time and abided by His
precepts.

When a strong man armed keepeth his palace, his
goods are in peace.

But when a stronger than he shall come upon him,
and overcome him, he taketh from him all his armour
wherein he trusted, and divideth his spoils.

St. Luke 11:21-22
Note: Armed man protects his goods, but if one who
has more armour comes upon him, he takes his goods.
Armed equals peace - unarmed equals loss of goods.
(perhaps freedom) Remember Christ told Peter to put
up his sword, not give it up.

The Fourth Amendment

When thou dost lend thy brother anything, thou
shalt not go into his house to fetch his pledge.

Thou shalt stand abroad, and the man to whom
thou dost lend shall bring out the pledge abroad unto
thee.

We are secure in our persons, houses, papers, and
effects.

In Isaiah we find reference to three separate branches
of government:

After review of these passages it is obvious that these
men were inspired by their religion and understanding 6
the Bible when they framed these founding documents.

These references were presented by Chuck Baldwin
during his presentation on Saturday April 21, 2007 at the
national convention of the Constitution Party and are
also found in chapter three of the book "Betrayed by the
Bench" by John Stormer.

Seven Principles of the Constitution Party;

1. Life: For all human beings, from conception to natural
death;

2. Liberty: Freedom of conscience and actions for the
self-governed individual;

3. Family: One husband and one wife with their children
as divinely instituted;

4. Property: Each individual's right to own and steward
personal property without government burden;

5. Constitution: and Bill of Rights interpreted according
to the actual intent of the Founding Fathers;

6. States' Rights: Everything not specifically delegated by
the Constitution to the federal government is reserved
for the state and local jurisdictions;

7. American Sovereignty: American government
committed to the protection of the borders, trade, and
common defense of Americans, and not entangled in
foreign alliances.

Bill Putting Brakes On

Trans-Texas Corridor Project
Sent To Governor

The Texas House Wednesday gave final approval to
a bill placing a two-year moratorium on private toll
road contracts.

Lawmakers sent the bill to Gov. Rick Perry, setting
up a showdown over the future of the state's
transportation policy.

Perry, who's backing his proposed Trans-Texas
Corridor highway and rail project, had urged the
Legislature to reject the freeze.

The House approved the measure 139-to-1.

The lone dissenter was Representative Mike Krusee
of Round Rock, a Perry ally on toll roads and
chairman of the House Transportation Committee.

The Senate approved the bill last week.
